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The mounting international concern over climate change shows 
the importance of the introduction of new energy sources, 
and the development and management of existing ones. The 
challenge of the coming years will be to identify the key game-
changing technologies, and, even more, to understand how to 
implement them practically. 

This year’s Forum will address these questions in a multi-stakeholder 
environment with decision makers from governments, regulators, 
investors, financial institutions, business and NGOs, and a special 
emphasis on business from utility, energy, renewable energy, 
infrastructure companies and future energy consultancies. The Forum 
will allow these groups to explore potential and discuss the crucial 
ingredients required to make change happen.

CUTTING EDGE SOLUTIONS TO MAKE  
FUTURE ENERGY IDEAS A REALITY



Technology: Discovery of the Cutting Edge Landscape 
of Future Energies
During these sessions participants will be able to develop an 
understanding about future evolutions of the energy landscape and 
also see where disruptive new technologies will change the competitive 
business environment.

Policy: Creating an Innovative Policy Framework for 
the Implementation of Future Energy 
During these sessions the participants will be able to explore the 
needs and opportunities of new policy frameworks to support 
the implementation of future energies, as well as drawing on past 
experiences and what lessons can be learnt. 
Subjects for debate are likely to include: 
• Private and public partnerships – what are the risks and how can we 

guarantee results? 
• Regulation and incentives – kick or carrot? - meeting targets in a 

di�  cult economic climate. How sustainable are the policies themselves 
- how do we guard against changes of government and political 
u-turns when businesses are depending on them? 

• Nuclear – is there a role for nuclear energy? Bridging the gap or an easy 
way out? What are the long-term costs of a nuclear solution versus the 
potential rewards?

Aimed at government decision makers, consultants/advisors, regulators, 
energy professionals, investors and NGOs

Finance:  Financing the Future Energy Revolution and 
Reducing the Inevitable Risks
During these sessions the participants will be able to explore enormous 
opportunities that exist in the Future Energy markets, but to also analyse 
what the risks will be and to consider how these can be managed. 
Subjects for debate are likely to include: 
• What does it take to make Future Energy solutions work? How do we 

fund Future Energy projects? – risk versus reward. 
• Investing in the developing world – what are the opportunities in 

long distance energy transfer and how do we overcome political 
insecurities? 

• Is carbon-off setting a sustainable solution and what are the 
international trading opportunities? 

• How to create better bridges – fi nding a common language between 
� nancial specialists and technological experts.

Aimed at investors, banking community, government decision makers, 
consultants/advisors, energy professionals, regulators and NGOs
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Infrastructure: Creating and Financing the Infrastructure 
for the Future of Energy
During the sessions in this stream the participants will have the 
opportunity to discuss the needs for infrastructure development. A special 
emphasis will be the need to develop current energy grids to allow for a 
more distributed approach to energy creation and distribution and how 
to develop much-needed energy storage solutions. 
Discussion points will include: 
• How do we effi  ciently move from the already complex traditional grid 

balance to a smart grid infrastructure? Who will fund it and where is the 
return on investment? 

• Smart grids require smart management and metering – what are the 
wide-spread implications? How do we regulate access and what are the 
costs/incentives? 

• Energy storage solutions – can we ever solely rely on renewable 
energy? What lessons can we learn from others and what are the 
cutting edge solutions to this technological challenge? 

Aimed at utility companies, investors, regulators, government decision 
makers and consultants/advisors

Renewables:	Assuring	the	Future	Energy	Production	and	Security
What will be the recipe for the Future Energy mix – what is the potential 
and constraints, and where will we achieve the biggest results? What 
are the production costs and where are they going? How do the costs 
compare with fossil fuels now and what is the outlook?
Wind energy – what is the overall potential? What are the latest 
developments and issues with onshore and o� shore projects?

International case studies – a look at examples of the latest cutting 
edge ideas and technology. Project implementation – what are the 
environmental impacts, local politics and management considerations. 
Feed-in tari�  incentives and small-scale opportunities.

Solar energy – what is the overall potential? A look at cutting edge 
photovoltaic technology – silicon-based, coloured cells and thin-layers 
creating transparency and � exibility for a wide-range of applications. 
Thermal solar opportunities and developments. Project implementation 
case studies – how we made it happen. The opportunities in developing 
countries – from ‘off -grid’ local level solutions to long-distance energy 
transfer/exporting models.

Hydropower – transferring technology skills - what can be learnt from 
the Swiss experience? The rewards of storing energy and selling on 
international markets when the price is right. Energy storage potential – 
could suitable geographic areas such as Switzerland become a ‘mega-
battery’ for Europe in the future? 

Other energy alternatives – Biomass - can we create a win-win situation 
through waste-to-energy solutions? Biofuels and fuel cells – what are 
the alternatives for replacing fossil fuels in transport. Wave and Tidal 
– the latest technical projects and case studies. Geothermal – largely 
geographically dependent or a potential  untapped opportunity for the 
masses?
Aimed at technical experts, utility companies, consultant/advisors, energy 
professionals, investors, regulators and government decision makers

THEMES CONTINUED



Alongside the conference will be an international CleanTech 
exhibition where we are looking for companies who have 
‘Cutting Edge’ ideas and technology to present their 
products and services.
